The Coliseum

Illinois State Fairgrounds

The oval-shaped Coliseum is a brick and steel structure designed by the Peoria

firm of Reeves and Baillie. It was built in 1901, then remodeled in 1958 to accommodate horse shows and livestock judging events. The enclosed amphitheater is constructed of steel, brick and limestone and features a two-tiered hip roof with a band of windows for air circulation. Bleachers around the entire building provide interior seating. The Coliseum is currently used for horse shows.
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
